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Foreign language will be offered to all students at Nittany Valley Charter School. Students will participate unless foreign language participation is excluded in their IEP or they meet the following criteria for exclusion:

Remediation in reading and/or writing is necessary due to receptive or expressive language difficulties. This will be determined by one or more of the following: 

· Scores on standardized tests that are below proficient; 

· Teacher recommendation; 

· Professional critique such as a psychologist’s recommendation; 

· Parental recommendation. 

In all cases the approval of the parents must be obtained.

Students who are already fluent in the foreign language offered by the school shall receive individualized instruction in reading and writing the language. This will be under the mentorship of the foreign language teacher.

If a student is excluded from participation in foreign language instruction, they will receive reading and/or writing remediation or practice for an amount of time comparable to the time they would otherwise be in foreign language.
